BY- LAWS

CITY OF TRUTH MINISTRIES, INC. 
Incorporated under the 
Texas Non-profit Corporation Act

ARTICLE I

Name and Location

Section 1.01 Legal Name.  The name of the Corporation is City of Truth Ministries Incorporated. 
Section 1.02 Principal Office.  The principal office of the Corporation for its transaction of business is located in the City of San Antonio, County of Bexar, State of Texas. 

Section 1.03  Change of Address.  The Board of Directors is granted full power and authority to change the principal office of the Corporation from one location to another in the County. Any such change shall be noted by the Secretary in the minutes but shall not be considered an amendment of these By-laws. 

Article II

Purpose

The purposes for which the Corporation is organized are charitable, educational, religious and, more specifically,  to advance a positive "move of God" among all people, regardless of race, creed or color, provide brotherhood, relief, counseling, residence and rehabilitation (but not medical treatment) for persons addicted to the use of alcohol/drugs and narcotics, establish schools in which to further the advancement of teaching, preaching and training ministers and to license and ordain students for the carrying on of the Christian faith. 
No part of the net earnings of the Corporation shall insure to the benefit of any director or officer of the Corporation affecting one of more services rendered to or for the Corporation affecting one or more of its purposes), and no director or officer of the Corporation, or any private individual shall be entitled to share in the distribution of any of the corporate assets on dissolution of the Corporation, or any private individual shall be entitled to share in the distribution of any of the corporate assets on dissolution of the Corporation.  No substantial part of the activities of the Corporation shall include the carrying on of propaganda or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and the Corporation shall not participate in or intervene in any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office, including the publication or distribution of statements.  
Not withstanding any other provisions of these By-Laws, the Corporation shall not conduct or carry on any activities not permitted to be conducted or carried on by an organization exempt under section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code and, its regulations as they now exist or as they may hereafter be amended, or by any organization, contributions to which are deductible under Section 1.70 (c) (2) of such code and regulations as they now exist or as they may hereafter be amended.  

ARTICLE III

Members

Members prohibited.  The Corporation shall not have any members or share holders. 

ARTICLE IV

Board of Directors


Section 4.01 Qualifications.  The Board of Directors of City of Truth Ministries Incorporated, shall be comprised of men who are residents of the State of Texas, who are born again Christians, according to St.  John 3:3, filled with the Holy Spirit, according to Acts 2:4 who shall bare witness of the Spirit- filled life, and who have voluntarily associated themselves together for the purpose of serving God, according to the doctrines and, policies of City of Truth Ministries, Incorporated.   The Directors of the Corporation shall be ex-alcoholic/drug addicts or persons who are empathetic to alcohol/drug addicts, who have worked with the City of Truth Ministries for no less than 3 year and, meet the qualifications of the first sentence of this section.  

Section 4.02 Number.  The Corporation shall heave no more than 5 directors.  Collectively the Directors shall be known as the board of Directors. 


Section 4.03 Nomination.  Any person qualified to be a director under Section 4.01 of these By-laws may be nominated by the method of nomination authorized by the Corporation's Board of Directors or by any other method authorized by law. 


Section 4.05 Election.  Vacancies on the Board of Directors caused by any of the following shall be filled by majority vote of the remaining Directors:  death, resignation, backsliding, moral turpitude, declaration of unsound mind by a final order of court, absence from 3 consecutive regular meetings without excuse or failure to meet the program requirements set forth by the Biblical principals and purposes espoused by City of Truth Ministries, Incorporated.  


Section 4.06 Re-Election.  Directors shall be eligible for election without limitation on the number of terms they may serve, provided they continue to meet the qualifications required by Section 4.01 of these By-Laws.  

Section 4.07  Proxy.  In case of illness Board members may vote by Proxy through a written ballot or by phone communicating his vote to the President or Secretary, provided that same is confirmed in writing within 30 days.


Section 4.08  Meetings.  All meetings of the Board shall be held at the principal office of the Corporation as specified in Section 1.02 of these By-Laws or as changed from time to time as provided in Section 1.03 of these By-Laws. 

Section 4.09  Regular Meetings.  Regular meetings of the Board of Directors shall be held without notice every 3 months on the second Saturday of the month commencing ______________________, 2016 at 3 p.m.  

If any day fixed for a regular meeting of the Board of Directors falls on a legal holiday, the meeting scheduled for that day shall be held at the same hour on the next succeeding Saturday which is not a legal holiday.


Section 4.10  Special Meetings.  A special called meeting of the Board of Directors may be called either by the President of the Corporation or any 3 members of the Board of Directors, with notice of such called meeting being given to all members of the Board of Directors 24 hours in advance. 


Section 4.11  Quorum.  A quorum for conducting Corporation business and transaction coming before the Board of Directors' meeting shall consist of 3 or more of all Directors. 

ARTICLE V

Officers


Section 5.01  General.  The officers of the Corporation shall be President, Vice-President, Secretary, and Treasurer.  Any number of offices may be held by the same person, except the office of President and Secretary or President and Treasurer shall not be held by the same person 

Section 5.02  President.  The President is the General Manager and Chief Executive Officer of the Corporation.  He shall, subject to the control of the Board of Directors, have supervision, direction, and control of the business and affairs of the Corporation.  Such officer shall preside at all regular and special meetings of the Board of Directors,.  Such officer shall perform all duties incident to the office of President and such other duties which may be required by law,  by the Articles of Incorporation of the Corporation, or these By-Laws, or which may be prescribed from time to time by the Board of Directors.  The President is hereby authorized to exercise any right to vote or execute a proxy to vote shares of stock of, any bonds, debentures, or other evidence of indebtedness of , any other corporation owned or possessed by the Corporation.

Section 5.03  Vice President.  In the absence of the president, or in the event of his inability or refusal to act, the Vice-President shall perform all the duties of the President, and when so acting shall have all the powers of, and be subject to all the restrictions on, the President.  The Vice-President shall have such other powers and perform such other duties as may be prescribed by law, by the Articles of Incorporation, by these By-Laws, or as may be prescribed by the Board of Directors. 


Section  5.04  Secretary.  The Secretary shall keep or cause to be kept at the principal office of the Corporation, or such other place as the Board of Directors may order, a book of minutes of all meetings of the Board of Directors.  The Secretary shall make service of such notices as may be necessary or proper, shall supervise the keeping of the records of the Corporation, and shall perform such other further duties as may be required by law or as may be prescribed or required from time to time by the Board of Directors.  

Section 5.05  Treasurer.  The Treasure of the Corporation shall be responsible to see to the maintenance of adequate and correct books and records of account of the properties and business transactions of the Corporation, including its assets, liabilities, receipts, disbursements, gains, and losses and that these books and records of account shall be at tall times open to inspection by any Director of the Corporation.  The books and records of account are to be placed at the principal office of the Corporation,  The Treasure shall be responsible that all monies and other valuables by deposited in the bank of and to the credit of the Corporation at such banks as may be designated by the Board of Directors.  Upon the request of the Board of Directors he shall render to the President and to the Board of Directors an account of all such Officer's transactions as Treasurer shall perform such other and further duties as may be required by law or as may be prescribed or required from time to time by the Board of Directors of these By-Laws. 
ARTICLE VI

Ordination of Rites

Section 6.01  Purpose.  The purpose of this Article is to provide for the Ordination Rites of Ministers of the Gospel by City of Truth Ministries, Incorporated.  


Section 6.02  Presentment.  Upon their proper presentation to the Board of Directors of this Corporation, each person will receive full consideration for ordination into this ministry of the Gospel of Jesus Christ by City of Truth Ministries, Incorporated.


Section 6.03  Ordination.  Upon the strong compelling conviction of the Holy Spirit according to the will of God and consistent with His word and upon the unanimous approval of the Board of Directors of City of Truth Ministries, Incorporated, the candidate will be ordained as a Minister of the Gospel within this Corporation with the rights to perform ministerial functions in accordance with the laws of the land and the ordinances of God's Holy Word with all prerogatives of such a calling and office.   

ARTICLE VIII

Affiliation with 

City of Truth Ministries Incorporated


Affiliation.  The Board of Directors of the Corporation wish to establish a City of Truth branch ministry and/or desire to used the City of Truth name and emblem, and in order to do so must first secure the approval of the City of Truth Ministries, Incorporated, Board of Directors by entering into Agreement with said Board to this effect.  Once such an agreement with City of Truth Ministries, Incorporated is entered into, the Board of Directors of the Corporation will abide by such agreement and will further abide by the Biblical principles and purposes espoused by City of Truth Ministries, Incorporated.
